Practical information

This Jamborette is being organized on the occasion of 
the 90th anniversary of the Ninove Scouts foundation. 
We hope it will be as great a success as the previous 
Jamborette we held in 1994 and we look forward to 
welcoming over 500 Scouts to our camp site.

The Jamborette will take place from 24th of July to 
2nd of August and ‘Hospitality’ arrangements offer the 
opportunity to extend your stay.

Conditions: 
You must be an active Scout between the age of 14 
and 18 and be accompanied by at least 1 Scout leader.
Your Scouts Group is officially a member of the world 
organization of the scout movement or the World 
Association of Girl Guides and Girl Scouts.
Travelling to and from Belgium is at your own expense, 
(Transport from an airport or railway station is included.
all necessary information will be provided).
The charge per person is 250 euros, which covers:

•	 a 10-day stay at our camp-site
•	 Participation in all activities
•	 3 meals a day
•	 Visits to Brussels, Ghent or Bruges.

In all, a wonderful experience in lovely surroundings 
and typical Scouts accommodation.
